Recommendations of the Croatian Society of Clinical Embryologists on the Licensing of Clinical Embryologists from Other Countries
Minimum Requirements for Licensing of Clinical Embryologists from Other Countries.
In order to be eligible for a license from the Croatian Society of Clinical Embryologists (HDKE), clinical embryologists from other countries must have:

1. A university degree certified by the Agency for Science and Higher Education of the Republic of Croatia.

2. An ECTS Diploma Supplement in the native and Croatian languages, which explains a detailed and standardized description of knowledge, skills and competencies and which corresponds to the workload of a five-year biology study in Croatia.

3. CV.

4. Fullfiled requirements from Articles 2 and 9 of the Regulation on the Education and Licensing of Clinical Embryologists (certified number of independently performed procedures, certificates of education).

5. Certificate of knowledge of the Croatian language at level B 2 or higher. If they do not have knowledge of Croatian, a certificate of English language proficiency at level B 2 or higher is required, with the obligation to take a Croatian language proficiency test at level B 2 or higher within a year.

6. Work and residence permit for a minimum of two years.

7. Certified certificate from a previous employer of at least two years of work experience as a clinical embryologist.

8. Taking an exam before the examination committee of the Croatian Academy of Medical Sciences and the Ministry of Health on knowledge of the Act and Regulations on MAR of the Republic of Croatia.

9. Confirmation of the MAR health center on the establishment of an employment relationship.

10. The institution in which a clinical embryologist from another country is employed, after fulfilling the previous conditions, must have an SOP (Standard Operative Procedure) that prescribes the introduction of the employee into the work process.

11. If a clinical embryologist from another country does not have a passed Croatian language proficiency test, but only a certificate of English language proficiency, all SOPs of the institution must be translated into English until Croatian language proficiency at level B2 is achieved.
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
